The Catering Assistant Role

You'll report to the Food and Beverage Manager and their deputies, assistants or the Duty Manager on shift. You'll
work as part of a team of Catering Assistants, who work closely together.

This is a varied role which involves working in all areas of the Bistro operation. Evening and weekend holiday
working is essential to this role.
Key responsibilities
e Greet and engage with customers, ensuring they feel genuinely welcomed to the Bistro and venue and
treated appropriately as an important and valued customer.
e Answer customer queries, ensuring that they can access timely and useful information and guidance
when they need it.
e Maintain up to date knowledge of the venue, current and upcoming shows, products and other
information relevant to customers and to recommend additional products and services as appropriate.
e Proactively suggest and sell products including food and beverages at the bar, merchandise,
programmes or packages, ensuring an engaging sales approach to customers that encourages further
purchases.
e Know and understand our sales targets and to work to exceed them.
e Ensure the accurate and safe handling of cash and stock in line with company procedures.
e Proactively identify risks to customer or staff health, safety or security and take appropriate actions to
keep everyone safe. Ensure company Risk Management policies and guidance are complied with.
o Work collaboratively as a team member, working well with others to ensure all required tasks are
completed.
e Proactively identify tasks which need to be done and take responsibility for completing them.
