The Front of House Kitchen Porter Role 
 
You’ll report to the Events Manager and will be responsible for the Front of House section of the Kitchen during our busy 
Christmas period. You’ll work closely alongside the in-house Customer Service team, prioritising the cleanliness and organisation 
of the Front of House area of the Kitchen.  
 
You will be required to work at speed as you clean a vast number of plates and cutlery used for each party, all whilst ensuring 
everything is kept to a high-quality standard, in regards to the safety of the kitchen, as well as the cleanliness and organisation 
mentioned. You will be required to have all plates and cutlery washed, ready for the following party. You are expected to be 
available for all Christmas parties.  
 
Please note that this is a temporary role, however there may be the opportunity of a permanent role available in the New Year.  
 

Key responsibilities 
 

• Christmas party nights will be held on  30th November, 6th, 7th, 13th, 14th, 19th, 20th and 21st December, beginning at 
19:00.  The expectation is that successful candidates will work all of the events. 

• To wash through all plates, cutlery and glassware used at speed, all to a high-quality standard.  

• To work with team members to create a friendly and welcoming environment and culture.  

• Proactively identify what jobs are required, and any risks to customers or staff health, safety and security, taking all 

necessary appropriate actions to rectify this.  

• Work colleaboratively as a team member, working well with others to ensure all required tasks are completed.  

• To keep the Front of House area clean, well-organised and safe, more so to assist in preparation of all future parties.
