The Kitchen Assistant Role

As a Kitchen Assistant at Leas Cliff Hall, you will help to provide the first-class food and hospitality that our
customers expect.

You will work closely with the Events Head Chef and play your part for ensuring the kitchen operates within its
agreed budgets and that food hygiene and health and safety compliance is maintained at all times.

You should have a positive attitude, ambition to go further and be prepared to be hands on and to get stuck in
with the team.

Key responsibilities

e Basic food preparation to including washing, peeling and preparing food items.

e To maintain the standards of cleanliness of all materials passing through the kitchen in line with company
policy. These areas of responsibility will include - Machinery; cooking equipment, crockery and cutlery,
pots and pans, floors and tiles, refrigerators and storage areas.

o Cleaning the kitchen areas and storing deliveries away correctly.

e Operate and clean equipment correctly and safely.

e Ensure work areas are kept clean, safe and tidy at all times, including all kitchen appliances, work
surfaces, floors and walls.

e To maintain a professional working relationship with the food service team.

o Adhere to all company regulations in respect of Health and Safety, food hygiene, fire regulations,
emergency

e procedures and COSHH regulations etc.

e To ensure that you are correctly dressed, adhere to high personal hygiene standards.

e Dispose of rubbish, as directed by the Events Head Chef and to maintain standards of cleanliness in these
areas.

e To comply with any reasonable request by the Events Head Chef, supervisor or Management.

o Attend and complete all training scheduled by the Events Head Chef.

e Unloading deliveries and organising the stores.
