This iconic theatre welcomes 200,000 people a year through its doors to 
more than 300 performances. Five minutes from the beach and situated in 
the heart of the city, we offer a packed and varied programme of incredible 
shows plus a full schedule of amazing creative learning activities. Theatre 
Royal Brighton has played host to all the greats: Kean, Thorndike, Dietrich, 
Olivier, McKellen and many more. This intriguing and fascinating building is 
brimming with atmosphere and heritage and is a very special place to work. 

 

History 
Theatre Royal Brighton is Grade II* listed and one of the oldest thea- 
tres in the UK. First established in 1764 and on its current site since 
1807, it has been in almost continual operation to the present day. It 
is one of only a handful of remaining hemp houses, using ropes man- 
ually to fly pieces of set on stage.

Getting here 
Brighton rail station is the closest, located a 10-minute walk from Theatre Royal Brighton. The 

nearest car park is the NCP on Church Street and multiple buses stop minutes from the venue 

including:
